History

On February 4, 1953, a small group met to pray about beginning a new church. Nine weeks later, or
April 15, Trinity Baptist Church was formally constituted with 182 members. The first Sunday morn-
ing service was held on April 19, 1953 in a converted store building at the corner of First Street and
Second Avenue, Southwest.
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Sunday in August was set as the date for charter membership. Three hundred and twenty three peo
ple were listed as charter members. Dr. Montague Cook was later called as the first pastor.
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Twelfth Ave. SE for as a building site. Two lots were donated for the construction of a pastorium anc
a parking lot. The pastorium was built in 1954.

The beautiful New England colonial style sanctuary was completed in 1955, with a dedication held o
May 22 of that year. The Deloach Chapel, a smaller replica of the sanctuary, was dedicated on Sep-
tember 21, 1960. In April of 1967, the church began taking pledges for an educational building. The

project was completed and dedicated in May 1969. The church facilities have undergone two major

renovations. Well tended grounds surround the complex.

In addition to pastoral leadership, Trinity has placed great emphasis on its music ministry, both cho-
ral and instrumental. A full staff consists of a Minister of Music, a Minister of Youth, twtonfellof-

fice personal, a building superintendent, and several{bane positions: a church hostess, a nursery
coordinator, a pianist, and an organist.
